4. Put portafilter in the support, press with the block.
5. Tighten the screw not fully.

4.1 Operation

1. Press the power button.
2. After flatting the powder, put the portafilter in the support.
3.Micro switch automatically inspect the portafilter, and activate the

tamper.
4.After the cycle, tamper stops and back to initial position. Take out

portafilter and finishes the tamping.

4.2 Pressure adjustment
