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7 Safety Devices

Thermal overload protection

-When the electric motor of the electric appliance prevents overheating
and tripping caused by overcurrent through the thermal overload
protection device, the power supply of the motor can be cut off.

-If the protection device trips due to abnormal operation (such as a stuck
grinding blade), you must use a switch to turn off the appliance, then
disconnect the power supply of the appliance, and contact a
professional technician.

-Do not perform any operations when the machine is energized to avoid
accidental turning on of the motor.

-If the appliance overheats due to the motor stopping, let the appliance
cool down sufficiently when performing any maintenance operations.

Security screw

-Hopper must always be attached to the upper grinding blade fixture with
a locking screw, and the user is not allowed to remove the screw under
any circumstances.

-In order to prevent the adjustment disc from being removed (which will
expose the rotating parts), the actual adjustment disc is equipped with
a safety screw: the screw must be positioned in one of the two holes on
the adjustment disc in order to expand the grinding adjustment range
and achieve the best grinding effect , The user is not allowed to remove
the safety screw under any circumstances.

Coffee outlet protection device

The coffee outlet protection must always be fixed on the dispensing unit

(grinding dispenser) or at the funnel (electronic grinding dispenser).

Through the special screw connection, the user must not remove it.

Professional technicians should pull out the plug to disconnect the

electrical power supply before removing the coffee outlet guard.

Before reconnecting the device to the network, reinstall the protective

plate.
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The use of this appliance must comply with the relevant laws and regulations
for safe operation.

When operating electrical appliances, pay attention to the movable
mechanical parts of the grinding blade and the coffee powder outlet.
